PRIVATE LAND CONSERVATION

Pines and Prairies Land Trust worRks with landowners to
conserve their land legacies. Conservation easements are the
main tool for private land conservation and are custom
agreements with the landowner to protect the resources they
value for future generations.

STEWARDSHIP & PUBLIC ACCESS

We own and manage three nature preserves totaling over 1,000
acres. These preserves provide rich natural values through
native plants and wildlife, beautiful views, water quality
protection and public access. The 65-acre Colorado River Refuge
is open to the public 365 days a year with three miles of trails.
Yegua Knobbs Preserve and Billig Ranch are accessible with
prior permission and on preserve days because of active habitat
restoration. These beautiful properties are maintained with the
help of dedicated volunteers and worRk days are held at each
preserve regularly.
